The minutes from the October meeting were approved as written.

The following old business was discussed:

The next meeting will be held December 15, 2009 at 6:30 in St. Michael’s Hall.  We will set up for the Head Start Christmas party that begins at 7. The parish and a total of 106 children attending Head Start will be invited, along with their families. The mitten tree gifts will be distributed at the party.  The youth were asked to help.  The gifts collected for infants will be delivered to Head Start.

The following new business was discussed:

Encourage senators and representatives to only support and pass healthcare reform packages that do not include abortion coverage.  Last Wednesday, the memorial candle stand was removed from church and the money was taken, but the stand was left in the garden area in front of church.

Family Life – No Report

Finance – A written finance report was shared.

Missions – The mitten tree will be set up November 29th with the gifts to be returned by the following weekend.  Additional means of displaying the mittens are being considered for the front and back of church.

Property – No Report

Religious Ed – Why Catholic has concluded.  It is hoped that a closing meeting scheduled for a Thursday evening in January will be rescheduled in Hannibal.

School Board – Considering ways to more fully involve the community in Catholic Schools Week celebrations.  Plans being considered to deal with the aging school boiler.  Security cameras need additional attention for full benefit.

School Principal – GoodSearch is a new web-based fundraiser being used.  All are encouraged to use this tool for an Internet search engine and online shopping.  It was suggested to include the information in the parish bulletin.

Social Concerns – The recent welcoming weekend was well received.  About five of the ten new families attended a weekend mass and were introduced.  The snowman tree will be set up December 5-6 and gifts to be returned by December 15th with the gifts being delivered to the elderly around December 18th.  Barbara Ross with the Diocesan Social Concerns office sent her thanks for the support of the moratorium resolution approved by the council at the last meeting.

Worship – No Report

Youth – A small group attended the Jaycee Haunted House in lieu of the corn maize due to the weather.  On November 8th, a large group participated in the Rake & Run.  Four yards were raked and a bonfire was later enjoyed at the Sculley home.  A small group enjoyed a meeting on November 15th.  Future plans include a Christmas activity and Scotties Skateland.  Theology of the Body for Teens is being considered for future use.  The high school youth group is planning to attend a Steubenville event in Springfield, Mo. in lieu of Catholic Heart.  It will be a long weekend in July and will cost each youth $155.

Sr. Virginia – This weekend will include the rite of welcoming for the 13 RCIA candidates.  Three will be baptized at Easter.  

Fr. Mike – A mass will be held at 3:30 Saturday, November 21st for the youth of the parish attending the Jack of Hearts dance that evening.  A diocesan sponsored Charismatic Mass will at 2:30 on Sunday, November 22nd.  The yearly grieving service will be held at the O’Donnell Funeral Home on December 6th.  That same afternoon a reception will be held for Msgr. McCorkell in St. Michael’s Hall.  He will be moving from the Hannibal area.  Fr.
