Pastor’s Report: Father Mike Quinn encouraged parents to get involved in the school and their church.

Principal’s Report: 

H1N1: Dr. Deborah Baumann, pediatrician and Holy Family mother, said the H1N1 virus is in area colleges and schools so Holy Family must be diligent. She encouraged parents to use common sense and encourage students to wash hands and use hand sanitizer. She said children with flu symptoms should not go to school.
